Project of Custody of Orphans

· Allah says: "They ask you about orphans; say custody for them is better."
· The Prophet said: ''The person who has custody of an orphan and I shall be like this in Paradise. The Prophet pointed out his two fingers: the index finger and middle finger.''

· The Chamber took care of the week in the community especially the orphans who have no one to have custody of them, whereas coordination has been mad with organizations and authorities that work in the project of custody for orphans.
· Following to that, in Rajab 1415H (1995), specialized administrations for custody of orphans were created in the secretaries of Zakat in the different States so as to meet their material, health and educational needs as well as to take care of them in the cadre of the project of custody for orphans.
· At the festival of the Zakat Chamber of the orphan day, lieutenant general Omer Hassan Ahmed El-Basher, president of the Republic, declared the creation of the national day of the custody of the orphan under the supervision of the Chamber, to be every 12th of Rabiah of each (Islamic) year at the anniversary of the Prophet al-Mustapha (peace be upon him).

The Chamber specifies a monthly material aid to each orphan. As well, it allocates a material aid and in kind to their families, moreover, the Chamber shall offer them clothes for the Aid and sheep for the sacrifice. The brilliant orphans and the good widows shall be honoured within the festivities of the day of the orphan. A material aid and productive project shall be offered to them. The material support of the orphans for the year 2003 reached SD 965.4 millions, equivalent to (3.7) million dollars.
· In the field of education, the Chamber pays off the studying fees for orphans and provides them with clothes for school, bags and the stationary elements for school.

· All orphans have been registered and covered by health insurance so as to receive medical treatment and medicines with gratuity. The profit of the popular pharmacies established by the Chamber shall be specified to support the project of custody of orphans.

· In the field of housing and lodgment, 843 houses have been established and offered to the families, within the project of the Long Extended Shade; that is to say (300) houses in the State of Khartoum, (500) in the State of Kassala, and (43) in the State of Darfur, with cost of 1.376 million Dinars (5.3) million dollars.
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
