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The Zakat Chamber has contributed in the establishment of the Solidarity Fund in public hospitals. The objective behind this Fund is to meet the costs of treatment of the poor and the needy which becomes urgent following the increase in these costs.
Drugs:
With a view to providing drugs for poor and needy people, an agreement has been concluded between Zakat’s offices and public pharmacies. According to this agreement, pharmacies provide drugs for sick poor people while the Zakat Chamber pays the price of drugs to pharmacies. 

The success of this experience has caused the Chamber to establish more than 35 public pharmacies throughout the states. These pharmacies provide free drugs to poor and needy people and low price-drugs for other people.

Health Insurance:
The Chamber has been deeply concerned with including poor families under the umbrella of health insurance. In this context, the Chamber pays 75% of the physical checkup, the drugs and the laboratory tests, all together. The number of families included in the health insurance system increased from 22745 in 2000 to 45312 in 2003. The cost of this expansion was 163 million dinars (227000 dollars)

Hospitals Sponsorship:
With a view to extending the Zakat expending category (In the way of Allah) to include all charity works, the Chamber endeavored to improve medical services in public hospitals. In this respect, the Chamber has rehabilitated some hospitals, for instance Oncology Hospital in Khartoum in which more than 300 patients receive treatment on daily basis. Further examples are Obstetrics Hospital in Omdurman, Ahmed Gassim Hospital for Infants, Abu-Anja Hospital for Chest Diseases, Al-Tijani Al-Mahi Hospital for Neuro-psychiatric diseases and Dongola Hospital. The total sponsorship devoted for hospitals rehabilitation reached 30106 million dinars (102 dollars) in 2002/2003. 
Hospitals have also received sponsorship in form of apparatus and equipments with a cost of 30 million dollars. Hereunder are some of these hospitals and apparatus:
1. Radio therapy apparatus for Oncology Hospital.

2. Endoscope apparatus used in renal surgery for Ibn Sina Hospital.

3. Aids test apparatus for Army Hospital.

4. Cardiac surgery and catheterization apparatus for the Sudan’s Centre for Cardiac diseases.
5. Intensive care room for infants for Omdurman Hospital.

This cost of all these apparatus amounted to 300 million dinars (102 million dollars) in 2000/2003.
Medical Complexes:
Zakat Chamber has established integrated medical complexes in some states in order to provide services for poor people. As example for these complexes are the Martyr Al-Zubeir Complex in the Red Sea state, Juba Medica Complex and Leishmania Hospital in Gadarif state.
Unified Therapy Administration:
Zakat Chamber has always manifested great concern for treating poor people from chronic diseases both inside and outside the Sudan as well as providing them with life-saving drugs. For this purpose, the Chamber has established the Unified Therapy Administration to sponsor cardiac surgeries, renal transplant as well as the cost of treating Leishmania, paralysis, hemophilia, cancer and diabetes. The Administration sponsored 17479 patients with a cost of 611 million dinars (2.4 million dollars) in 2003.
The total expenditure on health reached 7451.9 million dinars (29 million dollars) in 2000/2003.
